School Fund Mission Statement  
   
Aims   
The aims of The Cathedral School of St Peter and St John RC Primary - School Fund are to advance and enhance the education of the students of the school by providing and assisting in the provision of facilities not required to be provided by Salford Local Authority by statute.  
  
Officers  
The Chair of the Fund is the Head Teacher.  
The Treasurer is the School Business Manager.  
The members of the Governing Body act as Trustees of the Fund.  
The examiner of the Fund is an external professional accountant, appointed on an annual basis by the Governing Body.  
  
Example activities of the Fund are:   
To raise funds from parents, pupils and the local community to develop the school grounds, enhance the facilities, and to make available discretionary help to pupils in financial need.  
>  Educational visits  
>  Visitors to school - to enhance the curriculum in order that it be broad and balanced >  Additional resources e.g. I Pads  
>  Charitable activities  
>  Small, low value rewards for volunteers  
>  Small, low value gifts presented by the children of the school  
>  Upkeep/payment of school minibus for use by the children of the school  >  Prizes for children of the school for events held in school 
  
The purpose of the school fund can act as a vehicle through which ad-hoc monies, collected for various reasons may be accounted for.  These include: fund-raising events, uniform, snack monies, book bags, water bottles and other miscellaneous sources.  
  
Dissolution of the School Fund:   
The school fund will be dissolved if a) the school closes, or b) the school amalgamates with another school.  Any assets remaining after satisfying the outstanding debts and liabilities will be given to the school for the benefit of the children at the school in a charitable manner. Once the school has closed, any assets remaining will be given to a local children’s charity to be chosen by the Trustees.  
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
