	Make a Roman Building 
Task: Build a model of a Roman building such as a villa, colosseum, or aqueduct.
Materials: Use recycled materials like cardboard, paper tubes, string, and glue.
Optional: Bring your model into school or take a photo to share with the class.

	Roman Numerals Treasure Hunt
Task: Create a treasure map using Roman numerals to mark important clues or steps.
Instructions: Hide 3–5 clues around your home and label them using Roman numerals (I, II, III…). Create a simple map or list of directions using the numerals.
Challenge: Can you solve a number puzzle using Roman numerals?

	Roman Gods and Goddesses Mini-Book
Task: Make a mini-book about 3 Roman gods or goddesses.
Instructions: Write one page for each god or goddess. Include their name, what they were god of, and a picture.
Example gods: Jupiter, Mars, Venus, Neptune.


	Roman Quiz Master
Task: Create a 5-question quiz about the Romans to test your friends or family.
Instructions: Use facts you've learned in school. Include a mix of question types: multiple choice, true/false, or short answer.
Example question: What was the name of the Roman road that went from London to York?

	Dress Like a Roman Drawing
Task: Draw a Roman man, woman, or soldier and label their clothing.
Instructions: Include items like a toga, tunic, sandals, armour, or helmet. Try to show how Roman clothes were different from what we wear today.
Challenge: Can you research and include a fun fact about Roman fashion?

	Map the Roman Empire
Task: Colour and label a simple map showing the countries that were part of the Roman Empire.
Instructions: Find a printable map or sketch one. Label key places like Rome, Britain, and Egypt.
Extension: Add a compass rose and a key!


	Roman Timeline
Task: Create a mini timeline showing 4–6 important events in Roman history.
Instructions: Draw a horizontal line and place the events in order. Include dates and pictures if you can.
Example events: Founding of Rome, Roman invasion of Britain, building of Hadrian’s Wall.


	Task: Body Part Detective
Objective: Learn about the different parts of the human body and their jobs.
Instructions:
1. Choose five parts of the human body (e.g. brain, heart, lungs, muscles, bones).
2. Draw each one OR find pictures to stick in your book.
3. Write one sentence explaining what each body part does.
· Example: The heart pumps blood around the body.
Extra Challenge:
Ask a grown-up to help you measure your heartbeat or count your breaths per minute when resting and after running!
Optional Extension:
Create a “Human Body Fact File” including:
· Your height
· How many teeth you have
· One cool fact you learned in science
