	 Physical Development 
We will provide opportunities to develop their fine and gross motor skills such as threading, playdough, painting, ball games, climbing activities and more. These skills are important as they support children in using a knife and fork, using scissors and holding a pencil correctly for early writing. Children will also develop their balance and co-ordination.
Communication, Language and Literacy                        We will be developing children’s vocabulary and communication skills during story time, child led and adult focused activities and, circle time. Children will be encouraged to talk about familiar stories, sing songs and share ideas. This term our core text is Goldilocks and the three bears, we will talk about the characters, feelings, and make predictions.



Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
This term the children will be introduced and supported in learning our routines and class expectations. 
Activities will encourage children to play with others, developing their skills in sharing, taking turns and building confidence in social situations. 
We will be encouraging children to be independent in meeting their own needs, including toileting, washing and drying their hands and putting on their own coat. Could you please support your child at home in developing these skills?   


Maths
Each week the children will be introduced to a number rhyme focusing on numbers 0 to 5, including 5 little speckled frogs,5 little ducks. 
An interactive display linked to the rhyme will enable children to develop their learning and understanding of number.
Understanding of the world
The children will talk about their own family and to develop positive attitudes to the differences of other people, they will be encouraged to recognise similarities and differences of other families, including those of their class friends. 
Religion
Nursery will be exploring what it means to be a part of God’s family and learn that we are all precious to god. We will talk about our families at home, our class family and our school family. 

Later in the half term we will be learning that God loves us all very much and how we can show our love for other people. 

Expressive Art and Design
The children will learn nursery rhymes with actions, including Twinkle, Twinkle, Humpty Dumpty and Hickory, Dickory Dock. 
Using the musical instruments and the environment, children will develop their listening skills and explore the different sounds they can make.
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
