	A Note from The Teacher

This year, so far, has has been jam packed and it is hard to think that we are in the summer term already. It doesn’t seem 5 minutes since I welcomed through the door on their first day back in September. Last term was full of learning and all the children made me proud of their effort and motivation have all developed a mature attitude to school and are becoming conscienscious independent learners. I have no doubt tis will continue this term.


	This term children will be learning:

History – children will learn about the Blitz during the second world war and the impact it had on Salford and the surrounding areas.

Geography – The children will compare Tikal National Park, in Guatemala, South America and Peak District National Park, UK

Art & DT – In art we will study 2 point perspective, wartime art using Henry Moore’s as our stimulus
In D.T the children will develop their skills in designing and making and will be combining previous knowledge of frameworks and our science knowledge of forces to study how pulleys and gears work.

Music – We will look at various pieces of music focussing on, appraising, giving opinions on and composing and performing our own music.

PE – Children will further develop their skills in athletics and in throwing, catching (fielding) and batting in cricket, they will also become more familiar with the rules of cricket.


	Reminders:

Children will take part in PE sessions every Wednesday. The children will need their full PE kit on this day.
Any books, packed lunch or P.E kits should be brought in a plastic bag with your child’s name on.
It is important that the children come to school in the correct school uniform, there is more information on the school website.
The children will have a Spanish lesson every Thursday afternoon with a specialist teacher.
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								Literacy –. We will be reading the novel Journey to the river sea, by Eva Ibbotson. Our focus will be deforestation of the Amazon rainforest thinking about the advantages and disadvantages of this, using these to carry out class debates leading to a piece of persuasive writing, either in favour of or against deforestation, justifying their opinions.
Numeracy – Children will apply their knowledge of adding fractions with different denominators to help subtract and multiply fractions. We will interpret information from graphs and name measure and investigate angles along a straight line and within a shape.
Religion – The focuses are Eucharist, looking at the memorial sacrifice, of the bread and wine, the body and blood of Christ.  We look at the stepping stone, serving, studying  Pentecost and the Holy Spirit and the conversion of Saul to Paul.
Science – Children will continue looking at materials, in particular separating them, focussing on filtering, sieving and magnetic attraction.  We will study earth and space and finishing off with the continuation of forces looking at levers and pulleys. This links with the DT topic of pulleys and gears.

	Homework
Daily
Children must read every night (at least 20 pages) and they must be practising their times tables, using times tables rockstars and practice spelling using spelling frame, regularly. The children should know their login details.
Weekly
Homework will be given out on Friday to be handed in the following Tuesday. If you have any difficulties logging on to google classroom, when necessary, please contact school. 
Spellings are to be given out on Monday for a spelling test on Friday two weeks later. There will be an interim test after 1 week.
