	A Note from The Teacher

Welcome to 2022. Hopefully this year will be better than last. The children have been amazing, showing resiliance and determination in some very difficult circumstances. You should all be very proud of them, we are. They have continued to work hard and show a great attitude to learning and I’m sure this will carry on throughout the school year.


	This term children will be learning:

History – children will learn about the achievements of the ancient civilisation of Maya.

Geography – The children will compare Tikal National Park, in Guatemala, South America and Peak District National Park, UK

Art & DT – In art we will study tone, looking at light and shadow, using lines for dramatic effect. The drawing will be linked to our class reading book of Hugo Cabret by Brian Selznik 
In D.T the children will learn about the celebrating culture and seasonality of food.

Music – We will look at various pieces of music developing listening, appraising, composing, performing and singing skills.

PE – Children will further develop their skills in gymnastics where they will create gymnastic routines in small groups and independently. In orienteering they will use keys and become familiar with the features on a map to help them find their way.


	Reminders:

Children will take part in PE sessions every Wednesday. The children will need their full PE kit on this day.
Any books, packed lunch or P.E kits should be brought in a plastic bag with your child’s name on.
It is important that the children come to school in the correct school uniform, there is more information on the school website.
The children will have a Spanish lesson every Thursday afternoon with a specialist teacher.
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								Literacy – Our focus theme is stories with a historical setting. We will use the novel Oliver Twist to help us develop our reading and writing skills. The children will be expected to become confident with the use of dialogue to produce a scene from the book and as a playscript. They will also prepare a reasoned argument about a character trait of a given character.
Numeracy – Children will focus on properties of number, multiplication and division, looking at formal and non-formal written methods. This will lead us into fractions where they will order, compare, add, subtract, and multiply them. Moving onto statistics and position and direction, in particular co-ordinates, this will link well with our orienteering skills in P.E.
Religion – The focuses are local church focussing on mission and charity, family and community, Judaism looking at the Passover and beliefs of jews. We study reconciliation looking at forgiveness and lent thinking about the preparation Easter.
Science – Children will continue looking at materials, in particular properties of and separation of them. We will also look at living things and their habitats.            

	Homework
Daily
Children must read every night (at least 20 pages) and they must be practising their times tables, using times tables rockstars and practice spelling using spelling frame, regularly. The children should know their login details.
Weekly
Homework will be given out on Friday to be handed in the following Tuesday. 
Spellings are to be given out on Monday for a spelling test on Friday two weeks later. There will be an interim test after 1 week.
