	Creative Writing: Write a diary entry as if you spotted the Loch Ness Monster. What did you see, hear, and feel?

	Monster Maker: Design your own version of the Loch Ness Monster. Label its special features (e.g. fins, tail, humps).

	Timeline Task: Create a timeline of key Anglo-Saxon events (from Roman withdrawal to Norman invasion).

	Shoebox Habitat: Make a mini 3D habitat model (forest, desert, pond) using things from home

	Newspaper Report: Create a headline and short article reporting a Nessie sighting. Include who, what, when, where, and a witness quote!

	Model Making: Build Nessie using recyclable materials (e.g. egg cartons, cardboard tubes).

	Shield Design: Create an Anglo-Saxon shield design using patterns and symbols to show strength.
Craft Task: Make jewellery, a brooch, or a mini helmet using cardboard, foil, or beads.

	Data Handling: Create a tally chart or bar graph of different types of living things you see outside (e.g. birds, insects, mammals).

	Persuasive Writing: Write a letter to convince people either that Nessie is real or that Nessie is just a myth.

	Poetry Task 
Write a poem about the Loch Ness Monster. It could be a shape poem in the outline of Nessie, a descriptive poem full of adjectives and similes, or even a funny rhyming poem about her adventures.
	Map Work: Mark where the Anglo-Saxons came from (Germany, Denmark, Netherlands) and where they settled in England.
	Habitats Around the World: Choose a habitat (rainforest, desert, ocean, polar) and draw/label 3 animals adapted to live there.
