We will be developing children’s vocabulary and communication skills through stories, songs, and within play.  This term our core texts are 5 Minutes Peace by Jill Murphy, Once There Were Giants by Martin Waddell and Lost and Found by Oliver Jeffers.  The theme of these stories centre around ideas of family and friendship, which we will be discussing in group work. The children will be exploring phonics by listening to instrumental sounds, environmental sounds, voice sounds, rhythm and rhyme and alliteration.

The children will be developing their reading skills by recognising their own name and will be practising tracing the letters in their own name.  Through play, they will mark make for example, a pretend shopping list, party invitations, stories, building designs and more. 
 
Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
This term will be providing experiences that encourage children to share and take turns, as well as support them in developing the skills to work together and complete tasks. As a nursery family we support each other within the classroom, during this term opportunities will enable the children to gain a sense of responsibility through things such as tidying the classroom, promoting confidence and build self- esteem.    
Children will develop their awareness and an understanding of how actions can have a positive and negative impact on their own feelings and those of others.                               
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 Physical Development 

We will be concentrating on developing the children’s movement and balance skills, this will be achieved through dance, ball games, balancing activities and opportunities to climb.
The children will be improving their fine motor skills while using resources such as scissors, pencils, chalk, paint brushes, cotton buds and more! 
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We will also be encouraging the children to button/zip up their own coats and to use cutlery when eating their lunch.  It would be fantastic if parents could support with this in their home environment.

We begin the school year by exploring family and community.  Children will be looking at pictures of their family, as well as their photographs of their peers.  The children will be encouraged to notice similarities and differences between family and understand that family comes in all shapes and sizes.  We will look at the school community and how this is like being part of a family.  

As the seasons change, we will be exploring the signs of Autumn in the outdoor environment and children will be encouraged to explore the changing leaves and change in the weather.
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Expressive Art and Design (EAD)

The children will gain experience using scissors.  They will be encouraged to hold the scissors safely and encouraged to practise their skills by making snips in paper and following straight lines.    

Children will also be further exploring colour through painting activities and by making prints of autumn leaves with red, orange and brown paint, to create their own autumn leaves.  

We will be using natural resources such as conquers, leaves and acorns to make prints on paper and talking about the different effect that these have.  

Through music and games, children will develop their rhythmic skills to follow the beat of a song, using instruments and their bodies, e.g. clapping
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Maths

As we start the school year we will be focusing on number and looking at number patterns through songs and rhymes.  We will sing songs which count forward and back to 5, such as 5 Current Buns in a Bakers Shop.  This will encourage the use of vocabulary such as 1 more and 1 less.  

We will be looking at colour by playing sorting games and using resources in the play environment such as lego and counting animals.   Children will be encouraged to use the colour names whilst they sort them.  

The children will also be exploring size and using language such as big, bigger, small, smallest, tall, short.  Children will be encouraged to identify and talk about the differences in size through the vocabulary of small, smaller, smallest, big, tall, short, long.
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
